Through group work among university
students from ASEAN countries and Japan with diverse backgrounds, the training will enhance cross-
cultural communication skills in the process of achieving the issues and provide an opportunity for

multicultural understanding.

As extreme heat and abnormal weather caused by global warming have become global problems,
interest in environmental issues is growing toward the realization of a sustainable society. The
discussion will focus on the environmental goals of the SDGs, such as Goal 7 (energy), Goal | | (urban
air pollution, greenery), Goal |12 (waste, food loss, plastic problems, etc.), Goal |3 (climate change),
Goal 14 (oceans), and Goal 15 (forests).This will deepen mutual understanding and empathy by
recognizing differences in cultures and values among countries and respecting each other as

individuals.
